Things to Consider.

A little planning now may save a lot of 

headaches in the future.

�ƒ Choose a variety that will 
grow to the right size for 
the area you want a tree.

�ƒ Plant your tree in the right 
place in your yard. 
Consider patios, 
sidewalks, power lines, 
roof lines, etc.

�ƒ Note: Pruning does not 
stop growth, it actually 
stimulates new growth.

Things to Consider
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a certain degree �² genetics control the rest.

�ƒ In 20 to 50 years you 
may end up with the 
wrong tree in the 
wrong spot.

�ƒ Sometimes you inherit 
someone elseôs 
mistake and you just 
have to deal with it.

�ƒ Sometimes you just 
have to live with the 
tree - the way it is ïyou 
may not be able to 
correct the problem.
